Freebie Friday Projects  

Bead Queen Bracelet 

Abbreviation Key  
11sb = 11º seed bead  

15sb = 15º seed bead  

3fpb = 3mm fire polish bead  

10fpb = 10mm fire polish bead  

MATERIALS:  

¶ (5-6) 10mm Czech firepolished glass beads  

¶ (12) 3mm Czech firepolished glass beads  

¶ (4) 6mm bicone crystals  

¶ (4) 8-10mm decorative beads (metal or glass your choice)  

¶ (15) 3mm round metal beads  

¶ (2 colors) 15 º seed beads  

¶ Clasp of choice  

¶ (2) 2mm crimps  

¶ (1ft) Flexible beading wire  

¶ Assorted dangles  

 

TOOLS & ACCESSORIES: 

¶ Size 12 beading needle  

¶ Fireline thread  

¶ Small scissors or thread burner  

¶ Crimping pliers or chain nose pliers  

Step 1:  Cut a 2ft. Piece of Fireline, and thread 

your needle on one end.  String on (6)15sb.  Pull 

your needle through all the sbõs beginning with 

the first bead strung on your Fireline.  Pull to-

gether to form a loop.   Pass your needle 

through one more 15sb.  

Step 2:  If you are doing 2 different colors (as in 

the sample), begin this step by stringing on (2)

15ºsb in the new color and pass through the next 

(2)sb in the loop.  Continue this process until you 

have added (2)15sb 3 times to the loop.  New 

beads added on are represented in red .  Weave 

through until you are coming out of the middle 

of the first new section you just added on.  

 

Step 3:  Still using the same color, add on (2)15sb 
and pass down through the 15 º sb next to the 

one you are coming out of and down through 

the base.  Continue through until you are com-

ing out of the next 15sb section added in the last 

step.  Repeat this step until you have added (2)

15sb at the tip of each section added in the last 

step.  Weave through until you are coming out 

of the middle of the first section again.  
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Step 4:  Add on (3)15sb and pass down through 

the next two sbõs that are stacked in the row.  

DO NOT pass through the base this time.         

Instead, pick up another 15sb (in the base color 

if you are alternating colors), skip over the base, 

and pass up through the first two sbõs in the   

second stacked set.  Repeat this step twice 

more to complete.  Tie your thread off, and    

repeat steps 1 -4 to create the second side of 

your beaded caps.  On the second side, do not 

cut your excess thread off.  You can use it for 

attaching the pieces together.  

  

ATTACHING YOUR BEADED CAPS: 

Step 1:  Make sure your thread is exiting the piece from the 15sb at tip of one of the stacked sections.  Pick up 

(1)15sb ( in the base color ), (1)4fpb, (1)15sb.  Pass through a 15sb at the tip of on of the stacked sections on 

THE OTHER beaded cap.  Pick up a new 15sb, pass back through the 4fpb, pick up another new 15sb and 

pass back through the first 15sb at the tip of the beaded cap where you began this step.  Pull your thread to 

snug your beads together.  

  

  

Step 2:  Now pick up (7)15sb ( also in the base color ), and pass through the 15sb at the tip of the next stacked 

section on the same side of the beaded cap that your thread is currently coming out of.  Repeat these two 

steps to complete your attaching.  REMEMBER TO POP YOUR 10mm FIRE POLISH BEAD BETWEEN THE TWO 

BEADED CAPS PRIOR TO     ATTACHING THE LAST STACKED SECTIONS TOGETHER.
