
Celestial Inspired Ring 

Key  

 

15sb = 15º seed bead  

3mc = 3mm crystal

MATERIALS:  
¶ (1) 14mm or 16mm rivoli  

¶ (24-26) 3mm bicone crystals (24 for the 14mm or 26 for 

the 16mm)  
¶ (2 colors) Size 15º seed beads  

 
TOOLS & ACCESSORIES: 
¶ Size 12 beading needle  

¶ Fireline thread  

¶ Small scissors or thread burner  

Step 1:  Cut a 4ft. piece of Fireline thread, 

and thread a needle on each end of the 

thread.   

With one needle (it doesnõt matter which 

one) pick up (1)3mc and pull it to the 

middle point of your thread.  With your 

left needle pick up (2)15sb.  With your 

right needle pick up (3)15sb.  Cross your 

needles going opposite directions 

through (1)3mc.  

Step 2:  Repeat step 1 by continuing to pick up (2)15sb with your left needle and (3)

15sb with your right and then passing your needles opposite directions through (1)3mc.  

Repeat this process until you have a total of (12)3mc woven together (13 if you are us-

ing a 16mm rivoli).  
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Step 3:  Once you have added on the last 3mc, pick up (2)15sb with your left needle again and (3)15sb on 

your right needle.  Then pass your  needles going opposite directions through the first 3mc you picked up in 

Step 1.  Make sure you pull the needles through on their respective sides.  

Step 4:  Pass your left needle (still on the side that has the sets of two 15sbõs) through the next two 15sbõs in the 

circle and down through the following 3mc.  Cross your needles going opposite directions through the three 

15sbõs  

Step 5:  With the needle passing out of your set of three 15sbõs to the left, pick up (1)3mc and (2)15sb.  Cross 

both of your needles going opposite directions through (1)3mc.  
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Step 6:  Pass the needle at the top (closest to the set of three 15sb) through the next set of three 15sb moving 

forward.  With your bottom needle, pick up (2)15sb and cross both needles going opposite directions through 

(1)3mc.  Repeat this step until you have the last (12)3mc woven onto the second row.  

Step 7:  After attaching the last 3mc, pass your top needle through the last set of three 15sbõsb and down 

through the first 3mc from Step 6.  With your bottom needle, pick up (2)15sb and pass your needle up through 

the first 3mc from Step 6.   

Step 8:  Carefully angle your rivoli into the ring of beads that you have created.  The bottom side of the rivoli 

should be facing up towards the sets of two 15sbõs that were added in steps 6 and 7.  You may need to loosen 

some of the weaving to get your rivoli in there...donõt worry...we are going to tighten it up! 

Step 9:  Once you have your rivoli in the setting, go 

ahead and pull your threads to tighten up.  Using just the 

needle that is coming out of the last 3mc towards the 

bottom of the rivoli, pass through all the 15sb that are 

now tucking under the bottom of the rivoli going all the 

around the bottom.  Do this two times.  

Step 10:  With your OTHER needle, pass over through one 

set of three 15sb and up through one of the 3mc going 

to the top of the rivoli.  Next pass through one set of two 

15sb at the top of the rivoli.  Pick up (1)15sb (you can al-

ternate the color here if you wish) and pass through the 

next set of two 15sb going in the circle around the top.  

Continue picking up a new 15sb and passing through the 

next two existing 15sb until you have gone all the way 

around the top of the rivoli.  Go through ALL the 15sb in 

the top circle again to reinforce.
