STEP 1:Begin by removing all the
rings in between your metal tabs.
Always grab your rings from
either side of the opening and
twist.

You will need to remove all
residue from the back of your
glass pieces. The best way to do
this (if they have been glued to

a card or something) is to soak
them in acetone or glue dissol-
vent and scrape off the heavy
residue. Make sure you rinse the
acetone off before you glue.

STEP 2:Sand the surface of each
tab slightly so that the glue has
something to hold on to. The best
way to do that is by rubbing the
surface of the tab across sand
paper. The glass pieces are
already textured on the bottom so
