
MATERIALS:  
¶ (14 inches) Medium, flat curb chain  

¶ (44) 6mm, 18 gauge open jump rings  

¶ (1) Button for closure  

¶ (12-15) 1 1/2 inch or 2 inch head pins  

¶ (6) 6mm, 21 gauge jump rings  

¶ (6) 10mm crystal drops  

¶ (7-10) 8mm Czech glass or window glass beads  

¶ (7-10) 4mmX6mm Czech or Chinese glass rondelles  

¶ (7-10) 3-4mm round Czech or Chinese glass beads  

¶ (1) 36 inch silk ribbon  

 
TOOLS & ACCESSORIES: 
¶ Chain nose pliers  

¶ Flatnose pliers  

¶ Flush cutters  

¶ Round nose pliers  
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Before we begin, you need 

to tack your chain down to 

your working mat.  I use a 

beading needle, but a 

straight pin or a t -pin will 

work also.  I also put the 

base of my lamp on my mat 

so I donõt end up pulling the 

entire thing off the table 

while I work.  In these in-

structions I have used two 

chains on each side so it 

looks a little different than 

the original sample.  

Next we need to attach the 

jump rings that our ribbon 

will be threaded through.  

The very best way to open 

a jump ring is to grab each 

side with a pair of pliers (yes, 

that is a crimp plier in the 

picture...I like to use the 

nubby end to open jump 

rings cause they grip really 

great).  Always twist the 

ends away from each 

other.  NEVER pull them 

apart!!  

You will need to attach your 

jump rings on the same side 

of your chain.  I attached a 

ring on every other loop of 

chain on both samples.  By 

tacking the chain to your 

mat you can make sure you 

always attach the jump ring 

on the same side of the 

chain every time.  Repeat 

this for the other side of 

chain as well.
