Freebie Friday Projects  
Hearts óo Fire Pendant 

MATERIALS:  
¶ (1) Coin bead  
¶ (1) 4mm margarita crystal  
¶ (1 color) 11 º seed bead  
¶ (1-2 colors) size 15º seed beads  
 

 
TOOLS & ACCESSORIES: 
¶ Fireline thread  

¶ Size 12 beading needle  

¶ Small scissors or thread zapper  

Step 1:  Cut a 3ft. Piece of Fireline, and thread 
your needle on one end.  String on (8)15 ºsb.  Pull 

your needle through all 8sbs beginning with the 

first bead strung on your Fireline.  Pull together to 

form a loop.  Tie your ends together in a square 

knot.  

Step 2:  Pull your needle through the first bead 
next to the knot.  String on (2)15 ºsb and pass 

through the next (2)sb in the row.  Continue this 

process until you have added (2)15 ºsb 4 times to 

the loop.  New beads in this step are repre-

sented in red.  Weave through until you are 

coming out of the middle of one of the sections 

you just added on.  

Step 3:  Add on (2)15 ºsb and pass down through 

the 15 º sb next to the one you are coming out 

of.  Continue this process until you have added 

(2)15ºsb to each section.  Repeat this step once 

more so that you have 3 rows added on to the 

base of 8sb that we originally started with.  

Step 4:  When passing down through the legs of 

your ôXõ to start the next step, skip the bottom 

row so that your needle and thread are coming 

out of the first row added on in Step 2.  Add on 
(1)11ºsb, and pass up through the next leg be-

ginning with the first row added on in Step 2.  
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Step 5:  This time around when you are adding 
on to your ôlegsõ, add on (3)15ºsb to each end, 

and remember to add on (1)11 ºsb in between 

each leg of your ôXõ.  Once you have added the 
last point and 11 º, weave your way back to the 

middle of the piece.  

Step 6:  String up through the bottom of the  
margarita crystal, add on (1)15 ºsb, and pass 

back down through the margarita bead.  At-

tach to the piece on the opposite side of the 

inside loop.  Weave through the leg of the ôXõ 

that is closest to you until you are coming out of 

the 15sb on the end.  If your thread is  

coming out here  

Attach your  

margarita here  

Step 7:  Rotate your piece so that the bead that 

your thread is coming out of is on top.  Pass your 

needle through the large coin bead, through 

the sb on the far end of your piece, and back 

up through the coin bead.  

Repeat this step once or twice more to secure 

the positioning of the ôXõ on the coin bead. 

pass through this sb  

to secure  

Step 8:  The last time you pass through the top 

sb, pass through going to the right.  String on (9)

15ºsb.  Pass through the 15 ºsb furthest to the right 

on the ôXõ.  Continue stringing on (9)15ºsb and 

passing through each of the points until you 

have made a circle of beads around the top of 

the coin bead.  The red beads in the circle  

indicate the new sb added on.  Pass through 

the entire circle again to reinforce.  

 

PLEASE NOTE:  In my pdf version of this pattern 

two little letter cõs are appearing near the      

bottom of the picture...this has no bearing on 

the pattern whatsoever, and is, as far as I can 

tell, my computerõs attempt at getting me   

committed to a padded cell.  If you donõt see 

them over there, well...letõs just keep this our little 

secret.  
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
