Freebie Friday Projects  

MATERIALS:  
¶ (3-4 colors) Size 11º seed beads  

¶ (1 tube) 4mm cube beads  
¶ (2 strands) Size 11º Farfalle seed beads  

¶ (18) 3mm Czech glass round firepolish beads (2 colors in 

sample)  

¶ (35) 4mm bicone crystals  

¶ Clasp of choice  

 
TOOLS & ACCESSORIES: 
¶ 6lb Fireline thread  

¶ Size 12 beading needles  

¶ Small scissors or thread burner  

Weaving the base:  Cut a 3 foot piece of 

thread and thread your needle on one end.  

Tie a seed bead as a stop bead on one end 

of the thread.  String on (4) cube beads.  

Pick up one more cube bead, skip the last 

cube bead in the first set of four and weave 

back through the second to last cube bead.  

Continue picking up a bead, skipping a 

bead and adding on a bead to peyote the 

base.  You need to peyote a base the length 

of your wrist minus half an inch.  The extra 

length will be used for your toggle.  

stop bead  

Adding the top embellishment:  After adding 

the last bead in your peyote base, pass back 

through the last two beads in the second to 

last row, and back up through the very last 

bead added on in the last row on the base.   last 

bead

on the 

base  
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Pick up (7) farfalle beads.  Count backwards 

one bead and down a row.  Pass through 

that bead (working in the same direction as 

the bead your thread is currently coming out 

of) and the bead next to it (which should be 

the bead just behind the one where we 

started this step).  

Repeat this last step only this time pick up (2)

farfalle beads, (1) 3mm firepolish bead, and 

(2) farfalle beads.  Again you will count 

backwards one bead and down a row, etc.  

Repeat this alternating embellishment the 

length of the base.  

Once you have added on the last row of top 

embellishment, weave through to the last 

bead on the edge of the bracelet.  Pick up 

(6)farfalle beads.  Skip the next cube along 

the edge of the bracelet, and pass down 

through the third cube along the edge.  

Next pass back up through the cube bead 
that you skipped.  Pick up (8) 11 º seed 

beads, skip the next cube on the edge (the 

one you passed down through with the     

farfalle beads in the last step) and down 

through the next cube.  

Repeat these two steps of alternating the 
farfalle beads and the 11 º seed beads down 

the edge of both sides of the bracelet.  
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Adding your bicone crystals:  Once you have 

added your last loop on the outside edge of 

the bracelet, you should be coming out of 

the cube bead at the end of the bracelet 

(coming in towards the center of the row).  
Pick up (1)11 º seed bead, (1)bicone, and (1)

11º seed bead.   

 

Pass up (towards the outside edge of the 

bracelet) through the next cube bead along 

the edge of the bracelet.  This is the fun 

part...especially with all that other stuff in the 

way!!  

 

Continue adding your crystal segments 

down the length of both sides of the brace-

let.  

Adding your toggle:  When you have reached the end of the 

second side with your crystal segments, weave through the 

end row of cubes until you are coming out of one of the inside 

two cube beads.  Pick up (4)farfalle beads and (4)11 º seed 

beads.  Pass through the loop in your toggle.  Pick up (3) more 
11º seed beads and pass back down through the first 11 º seed 

bead you strung on.  Pick up (4) more farfalle beads and at-

tach to the far side of the cube  bead next to the one you 

started with.  

 

Reinforce by passing through all of these beads again.  You will 

need to do the same on the other side of the bracelet to add 

your toggle bar on.
