Pagoda Ring  

MATERIALS:  
¶ (1) 6mm bead or crystal (center)  

¶ (6) 4mm round beads (pearls or Czech glass preferred)  

¶ (12) 4mm bicone crystals (white opal AB and ruby in samples)  

¶ (6) 4mm bicone crystals (Pacific opal and topaz in samples)  
¶ (1 color) 11 º seed beads  

¶ (1 color) 15 º seed beads  

 

TOOLS & ACCESSORIES: 
¶ Size 12 beading needle  

¶ Fireline thread  

¶ Small scissors or thread burner  

Step 1:  Cut a 4ft. piece of Fireline thread, 

and thread on a needle on one end of the 

thread.  String on (6)4mm pearls.  Pull your 

needle through all the pearls starting with the 

first pearl strung on (1A).  This will create a 

loop with the pearls.  Tie your ends together 

in a square knot, and pass through one of 

the pearls next to your knot (1B).  

Step 2:  String on (1)15 ºsb, (1)4mm bicone, (1)

11ºsb, (1)4mm bicone, (1)15 ºsb, and pass 

through the opposite side of the pearl that 

your thread is coming out of and the next 

pearl in the circle.  

Step 3:  String on (1)15 ºsb, (1)4mm bicone, (1)

11ºsb, (1)4mm bicone, and pass your needle 

down through the top of the first 15 º you 

added in Step 2 and through the back side 

of the pearl that your thread is coming out 

of.  
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Step 4:  Repeat Step 3 until you pass through 

the last pearl in the circle.  This time pass up 
through the 15 ºsb from the first set you wove 

onto the circle.  String on (1)4mm bicone, (1)
11ºsb, and (1)4mm bicone.  Then pass down 

through the 15 ºsb on the other side and 

back through the pearl in the circle.  

  

  

  

  

    

  

  

  

  

  

Step 5:  Pick up(3)15 ºsb, (1)6mm round, and 

(3)15ºsb.  Pass through the pearl on the op-

posite side of the circle (outlined in red on 

the diagram).   
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Step 6:  Pick up (3)15 ºsb, string back through 

the 6mm bead on top, pick up another (3)
15ºsb, and pass back through the pearl you 

started from on the opposite side.  

 

Weave through until you are coming out of a 
11ºsb on the outside circle to start the next 

step.  
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
