Freebie Friday Projects  
Spring  Dream Earrings  

MATERIALS:  
¶ (2) Center -drilled flower bead  

¶ (12) 4mm bicone crystals  

¶ (2-3 colors) 11 º seed beads  

¶ (1-2 colors) 15 º seed beads  

¶ (2) earwires  

¶ (2) 4mm open jump rings (20ga or 18ga)  

 
TOOLS & ACCESSORIES: 
¶ Size 12 beading needle  

¶ Fireline thread  

¶ Small scissors or thread burner  

¶ Chain nose or flat nose pliers  

Step 1:  Cut a 18 inch piece of Fireline 

thread, and thread a needle onto one end 

of the thread.  String on (20)15 ºsb.  Pull your 

needle through all the seed beads again 

starting with the first one you strung on 

the thread.  Pull the thread so that the 

beads form a loop.  Leaving a 2 inch tail, tie 

the open end and the end with the needle 

together to form a knot.  

Step 2:  Pull your needle through the first 
bead next to the knot.  Pick up (1)15 ºsb, skip 

over the next sb in the circle, and pass 

through the following sb in the circle.  Re-

peat this step until you have gone around 

the base circle completely .  New beads 

added on to the pattern are highlighted with 

a red outline  

skip this 

bead  

Step 3:  Pass through the first 15 ºsb added in 

the last step.  String on (1)11 ºsb and pass 

through the next raised 15 ºsb in the circle.  

Repeat this step two more times so that you 
have a total of (3)11 ºsb added on to the cir-

cle.  
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Step 4:  Repeat Step 3 three more times 
except this time pick up (2)11 ºsb before 

passing through the next 15 ºsb in the   

circle.   

Step 5:  Now repeat Step 3 three times 
again using (1)11 ºsb as we did before.  

Pick up (1)11 ºsb, (1)15ºsb, (1)11ºsb and 

pass through the next 15 ºsb in the circle.  

    

Step 6:  Pass back towards the left side of 
the leaf through the 15 ºsb under the sb 

that your thread is coming out of.  Pick 

up (5)15 ºsb and pass through the 15 ºsb 

on the opposite end of the leaf.  Pass 
back up through all of the new 15 ºsb just 

added.  Then secure going through the 
15ºsb indicated in the diagram.  

Tie a couple slip knots to secure your   

leaf and then cut off the remaining 

thread.  You will need (2) of these 

leaves per earring.  

  

      

Step 7:  To compose your earring, begin 

cut a new 18 inch piece of thread.  Pick 

up (6)15 ºsb, pull your thread through all 

of them starting with the first one you 

strung on to create a loop of beads.  Tie 
the thread in a knot.  String on (2)11 ºsb 

and pass down through the end of one 

of your leaves.
